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Categories of Reports in Research Insight
To help you choose the best report for your needs, we have provided a brief description of the different types
of reports available in Research Insight:

Company Reports
The company reports present historical data for one company. Income Statements and Balance Sheet reports
are examples of this type.

Comparative Reports
The comparative reports allow you to compare data for up to six different companies, side-by-side.

Composite Reports for a User Defined set
The composite reports present five years of aggregated data for a set you define. Your set can contain any
number of companies.

Composite Average Reports (User Defined)
The composite average reports present five years of average aggregate data for a set you define. Your set can
contain any number of companies.

Comparative Composite Reports for a User Defined set

The comparative reports allow you to compare one year of aggregate data for a set you define to four
individual companies. Your set can contain any number of companies. Data for each company is presented as
a percentage of the composite.

Comparative Average Reports (User Defined)

The comparative average reports allow you to compare average aggregate data for a set you define to four
individual companies. Your set can contain any number of companies. The company data is presented as a
percentage of the average data.

Trend (Growth) Reports
The trend reports present the data for a base period with the four following years shown as a percentage of the
base period.

Common Size Reports
The common size income statement presents all items on the income statement as a percentage of total sales.
The common size balance sheet presents all items as a percentage of total assets.
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How to Run a Report in Research Insight

In this section, we'll show you how easy it is to select and run any of the Research Insight pre-defined reports. In this
example we'll run a 5-Year Income Statement for Hewlett-Packard.

3. Enter the ticker symbol for Hewlett-Packard (hwp) in the Companies field and click OK.
Research Insight will display a 5-year Annual Income Statement for Hewlett-Packard.

4, If you want to add, delete, or change companies from your initial set or modify your criteria, click the
(Run) button to re-open the Run Assistant window.

Hint: If you are not sure of a ticker symbol, click the @ (Look Up) button to search the companies in the
COMPUSTAT ( North America) database. When you are running a report for multiple companies, you

will need to separate tickers with commas. If you are running a report for a set of companies, make sure to
include a “$” before the set name.

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Opening a Research Insight Report Using Excel

One of the most convenient features of Research Insight is the ability to run all reports and charts as Excel spreadsheets.
Using a communication link known as Active-X Technology, Excel requests data from the Research Insight database.
Whether you're using Research Insight or Excel, the same information is available for your financial analysis without
having to convert or import files. The example in this section was done using Microsoft Excel 8.0.

In this example, we’ll show you how to open a 5-Year Annual Balance Sheet for United, American and Delta Airlines.

Begin with Excel open:
1. From the S&P menu, select Welcome to Research Insight.
You will see the Welcome to Research Insight window appear on top of Excel.
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2. Select Open Report.
You will see the File Open window and a list of reports in the Compustat Reports folder.
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3. From the Balance Sheets folder, select Annual Balance Sheet - 5 Years and click Finish.
You will see the Run Assistant Window.
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4. Enter your target companies’ ticker symbols in the Companies field, separating each ticker
symbol with a comma (ual,dal,amr1).

Hint: If you are not sure of a ticker symbol, click the @ (Look Up) button to search the companies in the
COMPUSTAT database.
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5. Click OK.
You will see a 5-Year Annual Balance Sheet for American Airlines in Excel
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Hint: To view the report for the other companies, select the company from the drop down list above the report.
Click the E (Run) button to open the Run Assistant window where you can make you can add, change,
or delete companies from your initial set or modify the criteria used to create the spreadsheet.
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Footnoted Reports with Descriptions

The single company income statement and balance sheet reports are available in three forms—one with footnotes, one
with footnotes and footnote descriptions, and one without footnotes and footnote descriptions. Footnote codes provide
information which may explain differences or unusual situations, such as if a merger or acquisition occurred, what type
of accounting standard was used, or if an item excludes or includes some expense or revenue. For example, the QA
footnote on Interest Expense tells you that interest expense is net of interest income, interest capitalized or both.

Data Codes

Research Insight contains more than 1000 data items that companies can report. However, not every company presents
data for every item. Sometimes a company will combine two or more items into one item, or it will not disclose
information on certain items. When this happens, you will see a data code instead of data in the report. For example, if
a company has interest income, but includes it in interest expense, the Interest Income item will contain a combined
figure code (@CF). The following data codes you will see in Research Insight reports are:

Code Description

@AF  Annual Figure (only annual data is available for quarterly items)

@CF  Combined Figure (the figure is combined in another item)

@IS Insignificant Figure (the number is immaterial)

@NA  Not Available (company does not disclose information about the item)
@NC  Not Calculable (division rules for the calculation were not met)

@NM  Not Meaningful (item is not meaningful for a company)

@SF Semi-annual Figure (only semi-annual data is available for quarterly items)

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Before you use a Fixed Income Report...

The Fixed Income Reports allow you to analyze the ability of a company to repay its debt (creditworthiness) in
much the same way Standard & Poor’s analyzes fundamental data when assigning debt ratings. There are four
different Fixed Income Reports.

Before you use the Fixed Income Reports, you must run the Fixed Income screen (fixedinc.scn). This screen
identifies companies in the same industry group and Long-Term Issuer Credit Rating category as the company for
which you want to run a report, and then creates sets that you can use with the Fixed Income Reports.

Begin from the Research Insight desktop.

1. Click the[E3| (Open Screen) button.
You will see the File Open dialog box. You'll notice a list of available screens.

2. Select the Fixed Income screen, select the Classic View radio button and click Finish.
You will see the Classic Screen template. Click on the blank box in the upper left-hand
corner of the template above the number 1 and click the(Ru n) button.

3. Enter the ticker for the company you want to use in your report in the Enter Ticker field and
click OK.

Hint: If you are not sure of a ticker symbol, click the@(Look Up) button to search the companies in the
COMPUSTAT (North America) database.

4. Go to the Set column, and click the SPIND set to highlight it and click your right mouse
button. You'll see a drop-down menu.

5. Click Save Passed Set.
Research Insight displays the screen results and then displays the Save File dialog box. Notice that the set name
is already inserted into the File Name field.

6. Click Save.
Research Insight saves the screen results as a set and then displays the Fixed Income screen template again.

7. Repeat steps 4, 5 and 6 for the next three sets in the template, FIXEDINC, RATINGS1 and RATINGS
and run your report (S&P Long-Term Issuer Credit Rating Criteria or S&P Long-Term Issuer Credit Rating
Ratio).

Note: You must run the Fixed Income screen each time you change the company for which you are running
any of the Fixed Income Reports.
